The OErick Jean Center tbe ArtsO, hereinafter referred taEaCA, owned and operated by Dorchester Arts Collaborative,
and theClient/Artist , as indicated in the rental agreement, hereby enter into the following Agreement:

1. WARRANTY. Client/Artist hereby warrants thaefshe created and possesses unencumbered title to the consigned
Artworks, and that their descriptions are true and accurate.

2. AUDIO AND RECORDING. If EJCA and theClient/Artist mutually agree to use a sound system for the

performance(s) contracted herethen sound equipment will be the responsibility of the Artist. lent/Artist (s) will be
responsible for the placement of all sound equipment. It is further agreed that all audio levels will be set in consultation with
EJCAOs Operations Director.

3. STAGE AND TECHNICAL. TheClient/Artist agrees to furnish the aforementioned venue on the date(s) and at the
performance time(s) indicated. T@#ent/Artist s will provide tickets, ticket sellers, ticket takers, ushers, and equipment as
may be in th@ossession of th€lient/Artist and readily available for use, as determined byChent/ArtistOs staff.

A. TheClient/Artist agrees to have the stage ready for setup and to have the local Stage Manager available for
consultation on the day of thagagement or the day of the first performance.

B. TheClient/ArtistOs technical staff will supervise the unloading, loading, staging, and running of the production.
It is understood that th€lient/Artist has a suitable staff to receive the productiod @ provide all needed
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assistance to th€lient/ArtistOs staff. These personnel will be available at the request@i¢h€Artist and/or
Agent.

C. TheClient/Artist will supply stage personnel for up to hours oftowrie rehearsal (perggram if
different repertoire). The cost of supplying stage personnel for any additional rehearsal time will be the
responsibility of the Artist.

D. TheClient/Artist agrees to have all setup and rehearsal procedures finished minutes beforénceirta

in order to assure time for cleanup of house, stage, and backstage areas and to allow a meal break for crewmembe!
Company members may utilize the stage for preparation upstage of curtain so long as it is understood that the hous
will open minutes before the performance time outlined in item 2 of this agreement.

C. TheClient/Artist certifies that all scenery and /or set decorations shall be capable of withstanding the standard
match test as set forth in the Boston Fire Code. Scamerget decoration will be subject to fire inspection by the
GalleryOs Local Fire Department.

3. CONSIGNMENT. Client/Artist hereby consigns tBJCA, andEJCA accepts on consignment, those artworks listed in &
20 Record of ConsignmerEJCA shall not permtithe Artworks to be used for any other purposes than exhibition and sale
without the consent dflient/Artist. Client/Artist retains copyright and full ownership of the Artworks. In the event of the
purchase of Artwork the title shall pass directly fr@iilent/Artist to the purchaser.

4. DURATION OF CONSIGNMENT. Client/Artist andEJCA agree that the initial term of consignment for Artworks is

to be days for and thaiClient/Artist does not intend to request their returfobe the

end of this term. Thereafter, consignment may continue until Artist requests the return of any or all of the unsold Artworks,
or EJCA requests tha€lient/Artist takes back any or all of the unsold Artworks, with which request the other paity shal
comply promptly.

5. TRANSPORTATION. Packing and shipping charges, insurance costs, other handling
expensesand risk of loss or damage incurred in the delivery of ArtworlBJI0A, shall bethe responsibility of
I Client/Artist !!!

10. SALE. All EJCA sales are in US dollars. lddition to agreed retail price, applicable sale taxes will be added to the bill
of sale. In the case of discount sales, the discount shall be deftoatetthe retail pricef the Artwork.

11. COMMISSIONS. Gallery andClient/Artist agree that thEJCA 'scommission is to be 0% 20% 50% 60%
(percent) of the retail price of each work sold. Any chand@JilA 's commission must be agreed to in advance by
Client/Artist andEJCA.

12. TERMS OF PAYMENT. EJCA shall payClient/Artist all proceeds due tihe Client/Artist within thirty days of sale

via check paypal electronic transaction in $US. No sales on approval or credit shall be made without consent of Artist
and, in such cases, the first proceeds receiveElJi3A shall be paid t&lient/Artist until Client/Artist has been paid all
proceedslue.

13. ACCOUNTING. Along with each paymenEJCA shall furnishClient/Artist with a copy of the bill of sale, indicating
name ofClient/Artist, title of Artwork sold, date of sale, and sale price.l&glmay not always be able to provide
Client/Artist with identification of the purchaser since one may choose to remain anonymous as per applicable laws.
Client/Artist shall have the right to inventory his/her ArtworksEaRCA premises and inspect booksdarecords pertaining
to sales of his/her Artworks.

14. REMOVAL FROM GALLERY. EJCA shall not tend out or remove from the premises any of Artworks without first
obtaining permission fror@lient/Artist. Thereis no return policy during this show d\rtworkssold to the customers of
EJCA.

15. LOSS OR DAMAGE. EJCA shall be responsible for the safekeeping of all consigned Artworks while they are in its
custody. In the event of loss or damage that cannot be restored, Gallery shall be ielettartist (except for damage
resultingfrom flaws inherent in Artworks) to the full amou@tient/Artist would have received from Gallery if Artworks
had been sold, less insurance deductible. If restoration is under8ian/Artist shall have a veto power over ttigoice of
the restorerWith respect to insurance, tii#ient/Artist is responsible for his or her liabilities, and the Gallery affirms its
self-insured status for its own liabilities.
